3. Ilpaaa H o6H3aHHocTH CTOpOIl
3.1. CTOpOHbI 061I3YIOTClI:

The Association of Ethical Pharmaceutical Manufacturers (Re­
public of Lithuania), represented by the Director Ms . .lolanta
Dickute, acting on the grounds of the Charter on the one hand,
and the Association of International Pharmaceutical Manufac­
turers (Republic of Belarus), represented by the Executive Di­
rector Mr. Alexey Sychov, acting on the grounds of the Charter
on the other hand, together referred to as "the Parties", have
concluded this Agreement as follows:

1. Subject of the Agreement
1.1. The subject hereof shall he provision of cooperation and
joint activity of the Parties aimed at improvement of provision
of medicines to the citizens or the Republic of Lithuania and the
Republic of Belarus, assistance to harmonic integration of
pharmaceutical markets into the system of international market
relations, provision of safety of pharmaceutical products for
people's life and health according to the principles of long-term
partnership, corresponding to the interests of the Parties.

1.2. When realizing the terms and conditions hereof, the Parties
shall be governed by the norms of international legislation.

1.3. The Parties shall take into consideration the tact that the
realization hereof is held at the high scientific and rnethodo­
logical. research and information level.

2. Forms of Cooperation
2.1 Each Party shall grant maximum assistance to the other
Party in fulfillment of the obligations taken. timely take the
measures to improve the quality and effectiveness ofjoint activ­
ity.

2.2. The Parties shall cooperate as 1'0110\\ s:

2.2.1. Organization of joint projects in the line of main activi­
ties of the Associations, including their bilateral financing:

2.2.2. Engaging the Associations' representatives to the devel­
opment of drafts of normative legal acts in the sphere of manu­
facturing and use of medicines:
2.2.3. Engaging the Associations' representatives to the creat­
ing and participation in the expert and working committees on
the problems of healthcare and provision of medicines:
2.2.4. Organization and holding of joint scientific and practical
conferences, symposium, workshops, and specialized forums:

2.2.4. Organization ofjoint events aimed at suppression of dis­
tribution of counterfeit and substandard medicines:

2.25. Creating working groups on the development of princi­
ples and provisions of ethical relations between the medical
representatives and medical (phannaccutical) workers when
promoting medicines:
2.2.6. Information interaction. including work with the public
according to the mutually agreed forms:
2.2.7. Holding consultations and work meetings:
22.8. In other previously mutually agreed forms that provide
realization of the provisions hereof.
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4.2. The Agreement can be terminated at any time on the Par­
ties' consent. as well as at the initiative of either Party upon
notifying the other Party 30 (thirty) days prior to the supposed
date of the Agreement termination.

3.3.1 To inform each other on the work plans and events

planned within the frames hereof
3.1.2. To cooperate on the grounds of mutual consent with re­

gard to the interests and competence of both Parties:
3.1.3. The Parties shall he obliged to notify immediately each
other on the occurring problems that may lead to non­
fulfillment of this Agreement in full or in the part of separate

provisions hereof.
4. Duration of the Agreement

4.1. This Agreement shall come into force as of the date of its
signature by the Parties and shall be deemed as term less.

its disclosure to third parties shall be done upon mutual consent.

6.2. The Parties shall be held liable for the credibility of infor­

mation
7. Final Provisions

7.1. Any amendments hereto shall he valid. if they are executed
in writing and signed by the Parties In all other matters that are
not governed by the provisions hereof the Parties shall act ac­
cording to the norms of the current international law.

7.2. This Agreement has been executed and signed by the Par­
ties in two original copies. both having equal legal force. one

copy for each Party.
